SUBJECT: Approve Final Funding Levels for the 2025-27 RFP 

At the November 8th Joint Meeting, the Governing Board approved the following final 
funding totals as part of the Parity process, in preparation for the upcoming Request for 
Proposals (RFP): 

Minor revisions to the County Workgroup recommendations were needed to reach the 
final numbers above. At the same time, minor revisions were also needed to prevent 
agencywide over/under expenditures in Titles III-D Health Promotion and III-E Family 
Caregiver because those dollars are not transferrable. AAA4 Staff worked with County 
Workgroup Leaders and an additional Workgroup meeting was held for Yolo County to 
achieve a scenario that is balanced by County and by Older Americans Act Title. 

On December 6th the Grants Review Committee (GRC) met and voted unanimously to 
approve the aforementioned scenario (see details on the pages attached). Governing 
Board approval of this complete set of revised figures is now required.

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In addition, the Grants Review Committee reviewed the estimated award amounts for the 
in-house Direct Service programs that may also be included in the RFP if there is interest 
from prospective bidders. As agreed at last month’s Joint Meeting, AAA4 has begun the 
process of soliciting “Invitation to Compete” letters ahead of the regular RFP process. 
Governing Board approval is needed for the following dollar figures: 

A. AAA4 Case Management (Title III-B): $205,598
This is a 7-county program and as such was not subject to the Parity process.

B. AAA4 Employment “Mature Edge” (Title III-B): $0
No County Workgroup recommended a continuation of Older Americans Act
funding for this Job Readiness Program, and no alternative funding source
exists; therefore, the program is slated to end on or before June 30, 2025.

C. AAA4 Housing “Key Connections” (Title III-B): $115,000
This is a 7-county program and as such was not subject to the Parity process.

D. AAA4 Congregate Meals – Non-Traditional “Dine Around Town” (Title III-C1)
The figures below resulted from the Parity/County Workgroup process.
1. Yuba County: $7,441
2. Sutter County: $118,330

E. AAA4 Home-Delivered Meals “Meals on Wheels Yuba & Sutter Counties” (Title
III-C2)
